Parent Orientation. If you do not receive a link by Tuesday, July 28, please contact
mhannum@lIcsonline.org. Group size will be limited to allow for social distancing. Students
should not attend these events. There will be sessions at 4:15 PM, 5:30 PM or 7:00 PM. New
and returning families are welcome to sign up for one of these sessions (one session for each
of your elementary children). These sessions should not last more than 50 minutes.

For parents who cannot attend in person, Q & A times will be offered online at 11:00 and
11:45 AM. This is not a full presentation. We will send you a link to register and then log-in
information as we get closer to this date.

Meet The Teacher Day: Tuesday, August 11

Parents who have a K4-5th grade student will be sent a link to sign up for a time to meet the
teachers on campus or via Zoom. Group size is limited to allow all to socially distance. This is a
time for students to meet their teacher(s), drop off supplies, take pictures (some choose to
wear a uniform shirt), and get comfortable with the route from carline to the playground/
classroom. If you ordered a school supply pack on-line, it will be delivered to your child's
homeroom class.

First Day of School (Gr. K4-12): Wednesday, August 12

Wednesday, August 12, is the first day of school for all students. Parents, please pull through
carline to drop off or pick up your child. You will be given specific information about our new
Elementary School Dismissal Management app that will be used at dismissal and when your
child attends After School Supervision. It would be helpful if everyone who picks up a child
knows how to scan a QR code. Everyone will need a new carline cling since we will continue to
use them with the new system. We appreciate your patience as we all transition back to carline
and become familiar with this new dismissal procedure. It is very important for you to read
and abide by the dismissal guidelines that will be sent to you soon.

If you only have a K4 or K5 student and your schedule is flexible on August 12-14, please
bring your K4 or K5 student between 8:45-9:00 AM in order to help carline congestion as
we implement temperature checks.
